Location: 
Summit Activities Center, 21st & Summit St, Yankton, SD. 605.668.5234

Facility: 
7 lane, 25 yard indoor pool with wave calming dividers. Starting end depth 12’, mid pool depth 5’, turning depth 3’6”. Daktronic electric timing system with manual backup. 

Eligibility: 
The age of the swimmers on 1/10/09 will determine age for the meet. All swimmers, coaches, clubs and officials must currently be registered with USA Swimming.
Format: 
All events will be swum as timed finals with different age groups combined as seeded by time. 

Meeting: 
There will be a coaches meeting immediately following warm-ups. A hospitality room will be provided for coaches and officials. 

Protests: 
Protests of any kind will only be accepted by the referee and only from the team coach. Bothering other volunteer personnel with protests could result in disqualification of the swimmer from the event or meet. 

Concessions: 
There will be concessions available during the meet. 

Warm-Ups: 
8:00 a.m.  Warm-ups will be conducted in accordance with the guidelines established by USA Swimming and South Dakota Swimming. A USA Swimming certified coach must supervise swimmers for the duration of the warm-ups and swim meet. No starts will be allowed for the first 30 minute of warm-ups. Swimmers are to sit and slide to enter the water. Circle swimming only. Racing starts and sprints can be practiced during the last 15 minutes of warm-ups. 

Start time: 
9:00 a.m.

Entries: 
Each swimmer may enter up to five individual evens and two relay events. Swimmers 13 and over may swim the 50 free and the 100 free. Co-Ed relay teams may be made up of all girls or may be made up of 3 & 1 or 2&2. NO all male relay teams will be allowed. Please submit entries using Hytek Com-line or Hytek Team Manager by email only to dgeditz@gmail.com 605.665.6164. You will receive a confirmation of entries by email. Please mail checks to PO Box 374 – Yankton, SD, 57078. Entry deadline is January 4, 2009.

Scoring: 
Events will be scored 6 & U, 7-8, 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, 15-16, 17&O 

Entry Fees: 
$7.50 per swimmer ($3.00 South Dakota head tax, $1.00 Tri-State League Splash Fee and $2.50 to the Host Team facility fee) Entry fees made payable to Yankton Swim Team must accompany entries. 

Awards: 
No team scores will be kept. Awards will be distributed by age groups as follows: 8 & under, 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, 15-16, 17-19 Age Groups. Awards: Ribbons: 1st-6th place for individual events in each age group; 1st-3rd for Relays. There will be no awards for 20 and over. 

Meet Conduct: All events are timed. All events are pre-seeded. Please report scratches 30 minutes prior to the start of the meet. No parents, spectators or non-USA registered persons with the exception of timers will be allowed inside the roped off deck area in accordance with USA Swimming Rules and Regulations. Flyover starts will be considered depending upon number of athletes. 

Swimwear Restrictions:    Girls must wear a one-piece suite that exposed the thigh. Boys may not wear a suit above the shoulder or below the knee. Swimmers wearing a nonconforming suit will be asked to change. If unwilling to change, he/she will be disqualified from all events for the day/session. 

Deck Entries:  Will be allowed if space is available. 

Deck Registration:  There will be no deck registrations. 

Time Trials: 
There will be no time trials.

There will be no exhibition swimming
