4. Old Business
a. Upcoming State Championship Meets: Locations are Pierre and Aberdeen. Seasonal meet is in Webster this year. 
i. Have reached out to the officials’ chair to work on getting officials lined up for the State meet. 
ii. Officials Chair is looking to step down so that he can return to his team’s board. We are looking for someone to take over the last 9 months of his term (which expires in April). That person may run again in April if they wish. Let Stanton know if anyone is interested in that position. Corey still plans to get officials lined up for State Championships and help his successor get acclimated to their role. 
b. Upcoming Zone Meets. 
i. Open Water Zones: SD LSC has not participated in this since they were separated. Originally there was interest from at least 12 people. Only 2 ended up registering. 
1. Because those athletes were interested – plan to still send them
2. May look at requiring a minimum # of athletes registered in order to send a team next year.
3. This is the first year that the LSC has participated in it (in this format), and hopefully it will grow from here. 
ii. Zone Registration for 14 and U will open either tonight or tomorrow
c. 2025 Central Zone Athlete Summit: 4 athletes and chaperone going. All travel has been booked. Interested to talk with them when they get back and see what it was like. We are fully represented at that event. 
5. New Business
a. ASCA World Clinic – Reno.
i. Per Email, we would have to purchase 40 or more discount codes, and we would not have that many coaches going.
ii. If coaches are going, it may be easier for the LSC to contribute to the cost internally, rather than through the ASCA
iii. Could look at having the LSC contribute $100 for every coach that signs up
b. Golden Goggles Awards: In Denver after annal business mtg concludes. Business meeting on sept 27. Opportunity to purchase tables for the awards ceremony at the museum. General consensus is that it is very pricy.
c.  USA Swimming Annual Meeting: Sept 24-27th There is an agenda and information posted on the USA Swimming website.
i.  Experiences last year were positive, and it was a good experience 
ii. Registration is now open, we can work on getting delegation set to go to it this year. Please check your calendars for availability.
iii. No athletes went last year. A lot of seniors this year have homecoming that weekend. May open it up to other athletes on HOD to get some athletes going to this. 
d. The ORCAs: 
i. Stanton had a call with Summer Fink about this. They are trying to set up an award ceremony like the espys. It will be next April. Each LSC can submit male and female athlete of the year. Nomination forms will be coming out soon. A template/criteria for awards will be there. Those athletes can go and receive an award at the ORCAs and there will be other clinics and activities going on that weekend. They ask if we send a male and female athlete, that the LSC covers the cost (for the male and female athletes of the year). 52 LSCs. Other awards as well: official of the year, coach of the year, etc that each LSC can nominate for and their committee will select winner. 
e. Any other new business. 
i. SD LSC Male and Female Athlete of the Year: This has been discussed at previous meetings. These award winners could also be the nominees for the ORCAs.
